There’s something about hearing an orchestra perform
Stars and Stripes Forever, as fireworks burst in the sky
and Old Glory proudly waves in the wind. While
cvoking a different spirit, as I look forward to all the
traditions and trimmings of Christmas, I joyfully
cmbrace all the trappings of July 4% patriotism and pride,

Aunque evoca un
espiritu diferente al de la Navidad, mientras guardo con ilusion
todas las tradiciones y los preparativos de las fiestas navidefias,
abrazo con alegria todo el patriotismo y el orgullo del 4 de julio,
especialmente este afio. Es un hito increible. EI experimento
estadounidense, a pesar de no ser perfecto, dio lugar a una idea
extraordinaria entre las naciones. La promesa de libertad y de
un gobiemo representativo fue el florecimiento de ideas que,
hasta entonces, eran mayormente tedricas. ¢Quién lo habria
imaginado?
